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USER GUIDELINES FOR STAUB HOUSE FIELD CAMP

The field camp area is a Cal Poly facility, and as such, all rules that apply on campus, apply here at the Ranch.  No alcohol is permitted for any Cal Poly class field trips.   Exemptions to the no alcohol policy are only considered for formal functions through application reviewed by the Ranch Director, the Dean of CAFES, and the President’s Office.  Quiet hours are to be observed from 10 pm until 8 am.  Group leaders or assistants are expected to promote the responsible behavior of their group.

Many different groups and classes use the Staub House field site.  To keep 
the facilities available at low or no cost, everyone must do their share of maintenance.  The Staub House is the primary residence for graduate students. Please be respectful of their space. Do not consume their food, or use cooking supplies or bath products. Access to the bathrooms on the second floor of the Staub House is only permitted through the rear door.   No other access to the second floor is permitted.
